Introduction to current high level computing machines in both hardware and software 
design. Topics include the design decisions involved in the development of computer 
architectures, hardware organizations needed to implement various instructions sets, 
and future trends in computer architectures.

Students shall be able to identify cache and memory organization, cache 
mapping and replacement strategies, and virtual memory.  

4. Students shall be able to identify Pipelining techniques, and pipelining 
performance issues, hazards and solutions.  

5. Students shall be able to use I/O system technology: hard drive, RAID 
technology, I/O performance and benchmarks.  

6. Students shall be able to articulate a comprehensive view of architecture and 
performance for real-world computers.
