ENGL 1301: College Reading and Writing. Three semester hours. Introduces students to writing
as an extended, complex, recursive process and prepares students for English 1302, which more
rigorously examines the forms and structures of argument and means to approach multiple
audiences. In 1301 students will write weekly, and will work on essay organization and
development. The course will emphasize close reading, summarizing, and analysis of expository
texts, including student writing.

Core Curriculum Course Objectives

e Critical Thinking SKkills: to include creative thinking, innovation, inquiry, and
analysis, evaluation and synthesis of information;

e Communication Skills: to include effective development, interpretation and
expression of ideas through written, oral and visual communication;

e Teamwork: to include the ability to consider different points of view and to work
effectively with others to support a shared purpose or goal;

e Personal Responsibility: to include the ability to connect choices, actions and
consequences to ethical decision-making.

English 1301 Learning Qutcomes

e Define important terms/concepts including, but not limited to, literacy, sponsor,
code-switching, code-meshing, embodiment, and writing processes;

e Discuss the ways these terms expand based on cultural and communicative practices;
e Examine scholarly, personal, and/or multimodal course texts that detail varying
understandings and applications of key terms/concepts;

e Develop writing processes that allow for personal exploration of key terms/concepts;
e Engage in collaboration that supports individualized and communal understanding and
writing development;

e Consider the various affordances and constraints of composing using different
technologies (analog, digital, and/or multimodal), practices, styles, and/or languages;

e Compose texts across different genres and media of writing that further expand key
terms/concepts based on personal experiences and engagement with important course
texts;

e Reflect on your writing experiences and literacy practices;

e Design individualized learning goals appropriate for a first-year writing course; and
e Assess individualized learning goals based on labor and performance alongside
feedback from peers and the instructor.

COURSE ASSESSMENT

o Essays allow students to delve deeply into a specific topic, demonstrating critical
thinking and analytical skills.
o Topics can be related to course content, real-world applications, or current events.
2. Group Project:
o Long-term projects can be assigned to assess a student's ability to apply
knowledge in a practical setting.
o Projects can be individual or group-based, depending on the course objectives.
3. Pair Work:

Activities that involve collaboration between two students.
Focuses on interpersonal skills and joint accomplishment.

4. Homework Assignments:

Regular assignments designed to reinforce and expand on class material.
A tool for consistent practice and understanding of specific concepts.

5. Presentations:

Presentations offer students an opportunity to showcase their communication
skills and ability to present ideas clearly.

A detailed distribution of the assessments:

Group Project (15%):

e Collaborative task where students work together on a specific project.
e Emphasizes teamwork and collective problem-solving.

Homework Assignments (15%):

e Regular assignments designed to reinforce and expand on class material.
e A tool for consistent practice and understanding of specific concepts.

Pair Work (15%):

e Activities that involve collaboration between two students.
e Focuses on interpersonal skills and joint accomplishment.

Essays (20%):

e Individual written assignments allowing for an in-depth exploration of topics.
e Promotes critical thinking and comprehensive understanding.

Presentations (15%):

e Students will have 3 presentations throughout the course, with each one accounting for
5% of the final grade (15% total).

e These presentations will assess students' ability to communicate ideas clearly and
effectively in front of an audience.

Final Essay (20%):

e Culminating individual essays at the end of the course.
e Demonstrates overall mastery and application of learned concepts.
