Course Description 
This is a University Science course. The interdisciplinary application of scientific principles is emphasized. 
The scientific principles developed in this course primarily include chemistry, Earth science, and other topics 
typically covered in physical science. Connections and applications of these principles to the other sciences 
are examined. Science is an interesting and diverse topic; it is the instructor's intent to demonstrate that 
learning can be enjoyable as well as educational. Science is what allows mankind to function in a productive 
manner.

● Students will gain a better understanding of concepts in Chemistry and Earth Science. 

● Students will better understand scientific processes and test for further scientific knowledge. 

● Students will understand the conceptual differences between facts, theories, and laws. 

● Students will be able to compare the separate science disciplines and make integrative connections.
