COURSE DESCRIPTION

The purpose of this course is to prepare students to teach elementary music for students in grades three
through five. Accordingly, the course will introduce pedagogical strategies that combine movement and
music activities and examine music-specific topics such as the development of the child’s singing voice,
appropriate song literature, classroom management, etc. The course bridges theory with practicality
through studying the theoretical basis of different teaching approaches, observing demonstrations,
actively participating in lessons, and then creating and teaching lessons for use in an elementary
classroom setting. This course typically features a long-term field experience.

STUDENT LEARNING OUTCOMES

At the conclusion of the course, the students will be able to:
e articulate the differences and similarities between the major approaches to music education,
including Orff Schulwerk, the Kodaly Method, Music Learning Theory, and Dalcroze Eurhythmics.
e demonstrate skills in singing, playing instruments, creative movement, and dancing.
e successfully engage children in grades 3-5 in playing instruments, listening, chanting, singing,
moving, and reading notation.



e apply an understanding of individual differences among children, including Emergent Bilingual
Learners, and be able to create music lessons that cater to these differences.

e view themselves as engaged citizens within an interconnected and diverse world through
experiences with music and dance from a variety of cultures.

e create original lessons for grades 3-5.

e describe how general music contributes to a school music program and create and present
lessons that integrate music with other disciplines.

e evaluate student achievement through the use of appropriate tests and performance measures.

e teach elementary music to children with disabilities using appropriate methods and materials.

e create visual aids for use in teaching music and movement concepts to elementary children,
including aids created through the use of technology.

e implement procedures for classroom management.

ADDITIONAL COURSE OUTCOMES FOR GRADUATE CREDIT

A student taking this course for graduate credit must demonstrate the above competencies to a higher
level of aptitude. Additionally, a graduate student will be able to:
e sing songs with up to three chords while accompanying on the guitar. Students are expected to
practice daily and meet with instructor weekly for assessments.

It is expected that, as future teachers, education students model professional and courteous behavior by

attending every class and arriving to class on time. Unexcused absences are unprofessional and
unacceptable, and they will not be allowed when you are a resident or a teacher in the field.

Excused absences include illness with a doctor’s note, jury duty, or the death of an immediate family

member. If you must miss class for any reason, including last-minute issues such as sudden illness or

Absent students will, by default, earn a grade of zero for that day’s work until proof of excused absence
is provided. Failure to provide a physician’s note, jury summons, or other proof confirming the
legitimacy of the absence will result in the classification of that absence as unexcused. Students who are
absent are expected to carefully review the lecture PowerPoint in D2L so that they do not fall behind.

Assignments

You have from Monday morning until the following Sunday at 11:59 p.m. to complete the tasks for the
week. All assignments will be uploaded into the appropriate places in D2L. If a document is uploaded to
the incorrect place or emailed to the instructor, credit will not be given.

All assignments and readings must be TYPED. Please use university-level spelling, punctuation, and
grammar. Papers should be at least one full page, double-spaced with 1” margins and 12-point type. The
heading should be single-spaced and include your name, the assignment number, and the class. Include
your citations in APA or Chicago style as endnotes.

Assignments that require music notation must be produced with notation software.

A grade of zero
will be entered as a placeholder if | am unable to view your assignment. | will not contact you about this
issue—you are expected to ensure that | can access your work.

REFLECTION ASSIGNMENTS

Each week, you will complete a reflection. Reflections should be thoroughly prepared and show
evidence of deep thought. Make connections with your own prior knowledge and with the class lecture,
if applicable. You might describe how you have seen the ideas work in your own personal experience or
how you foresee the ideas working in your future classroom. Describe any questions you have that arise.

Requirements:

e Use university-level spelling, punctuation, and grammar.

e Use formal, scholarly language.

e Papers should be at least one full page (approximately 320 words) and double-spaced with 1”
margins and 12-point type.

e The heading should be single-spaced and include your name and the reflection number.

e Include citations in APA style as endnotes after your one full page of reflection. Failing to include
your citation will result in a loss of 10 points.
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When the Learning Partnership begins, you will submit screenshots of your FBE Handbook entries (the
log sheet and the reflection sheet).

LESSON PLAN ASSIGNMENTS

In many cases, homework assignments will consist of creating short lessons and teaching these lessons
to a child, a peer, or the class. You may not teach any lesson | have presented in a class lecture. You will
write a lesson plan in the correct format for every lesson you teach.

NOTE: Two assignments, your Global Song and your composed Welcome Song, will be uploaded to our
shared Google folder so that your classmates can use them in the field when working with children.

FIELD BASED EXPERIENCE

All music education majors who are pursuing teaching certification must complete 50 hours of Field
Based Experience before student teaching. 10 of those hours will be completed during this course. You
and a team will provide music instruction to children in a public-school setting. You will develop your
lessons using the Weekly Class Outline and PowerPoint templates provided and using lessons from class
as models. You will video recorded your lessons so that your colleagues can watch them and learn from
your experience.

To earn credit for these hours, you MUST include the title/teacher/district, YouTube link, and exact
length of time for every video used.

2. Some of the hours will be spend in a public or private school classroom observing a teacher
working directly with children. | will place you all into groups and assign you a school/mentor
teacher based on your personal schedules.

If for some reason you must be absent (sickness with doctor’s note, death in the family, or other
excused absence for which you have communicated with the instructor and your group), you
may complete the observation hour for that week via video transmission. Please keep the
ETAMU Honor Policy in mind as you complete your paperwork.

3. Some of the hours will be active teaching. You and your team will provide music instruction to
children in a public or private school setting. As a team, you will develop your lessons using the
Weekly Class Outline and PowerPoint templates provided and using lessons from class as
models. Upload the WCO, PPT, and reflection to D2L.
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You will video record each lesson. Upload these videos, along with your WCOs and PPTs, to our shared
Google folder so that your colleagues can watch your lessons and learn from your experience.

Always remember that we are ambassadors of this university. The mentor teachers are trusting that we
will keep their students on track with their district’s scope and sequence—that their children will leave
our care in step with (or ahead of) the other classes of the same grade level. Because we need the
mentors to invite us back each semester, your actions impact our future students.

PROFESSIONAL DEVELOPMENT ASSIGNMENTS

1. You are required to attend all Music Education Convocations offered this semester, even if you
have completed all your recital responsibilities and/or are not enrolled in a recital course.

2. You are required to attend and actively participate in one of the several area workshops with
elementary emphasis for professional educators, such as those provided by the North Texas
Chapter of AOSA and the Kodaly Educators of Texas. The workshop (or combination of
workshops) must total at least three hours in length. To earn credit, you must upload the
following:

e the workshop handouts, your personal notes, or the certificate of completion (your choice of
these three)

e areflection (two pages, double-spaced) of your learnings and how you might be able to use
them in the classroom.

SPRING STUDENTS: To use TMEA sessions for this requirement, you must participate in at least
THREE elementary-specific sessions. | strongly suggest you have your sessions approved before
attending. Handouts can be found on the TMEA website. Submit a two-page reflection that sums up
your learnings from all three sessions. Submit this and the session handouts to D2L. Concerts do not
count toward this requirement.

Any student engages in academic dishonesty by turning in materials without attending and actively
participating in the sessions - or who uses another student’s work as his/her own - will receive an
automatic fail for this course and will be recommended for removal from the Undergraduate Field-
Based Teacher Certification Program.

3. You are required to attend the fall ETAMU workshop for area teachers, date TBD. It will be held
at the Dallas campus on a Saturday morning from 9:00-noon with a light breakfast beforehand.
No reflection is required.

NOTE: As Music Education Coordinator for ETAMU, | will be sending you information about workshops
that are available to you about all aspects of music education, including band and choir. However, let me
reiterate that the workshops for your Music and Movement classes (and all observations) MUST be
general elementary music-based.

Again, virtual attendance will be taken for any workshop that is met virtually. The camera must remain
on for the entire duration of the workshop and the student must actively participate to receive credit for

the workshop.

ADDITIONAL ASSIGNMENTS FOR GRADUATE CREDIT
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In order to receive graduate credit for this course, the student will complete additional assignments
reflecting rigorous study in the Kodaly and Orff Schulwerk approaches. These assignments are detailed
in the handout titled ADDITIONAL ASSIGNMENTS FOR GRADUATE CREDIT. The student will also meet
with the instructor each week to assess guitar skills.

Assessments

You will need to have excellent musicianship skills as a music educator. During this course, you will work
daily on singing and instrument technique.

1. SINGING. One of the highest priorities of the semester will be developing an excellent singing voice,
with good vocal tone, clarity, articulation, and intonation. If singing is not a strength for you, vocal
exercises are available in D2L so that you can practice daily.

2. ALTO RECORDER. You will learn to play the alto recorder and to develop lessons for teaching recorder
to your students. Your recorder skills will be assessed periodically. Develop the habit of practicing each
day for a short period of time using your Sweet Pipes book. | expect you to progress through the book
on your own, using the practice guide | will provide every week on the AGENDA. The intent is to
establish the habit of learning a new skill independently—another habit of a successful educator.

3. SIGHT-SINGING. Throughout the semester, you will be evaluated on sight-singing with solfége and the
Curwen hand signs.

When you perform your sight-singing assessments, hand signs must be placed in the correct position in
front of the body. For example, if the tone set of your song is from do-do’ your hands will be placed like
so:

How to practice SIGHT-SINGING:
e | expect you to progress through the exercises provided in the SIGHT-SINGING EXERCISES
module in D2L on your own, using the practice guide | will provide every week on the AGENDA.
e The melodies you will encounter are pentatonic, hexatonic and diatonic.
e You will need to first find the tonal center for each exercise. This may require a different
thought process than the one you are used to using.
o Akey signature is only ONE indication of the tonal center of a melody. In these
exercises, they key signature only tells you which notes, out of all the notes that are
included in the melody (the tone set), have accidentals.
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o Mentally stack the notes of the tone set up from lowest to highest. A pattern should
reveal itself, and from this pattern you will usually be able to deduce the tonal center.
o Usually, the last note is a good indicator of the tonal center, but not always. For
example, if your piece only includes mi, sol, and la, you will have to figure out where do
is.
e Foryour test, | will provide an exercise for you to sing. You will determine the tonal center, play
the tonal center, outline the tonic chord, sing your starting pitch, then sing the exercise.
