Course Description
In-depth combined study of algebra, trigonometry, and other topics for calculus readiness. Prerequisites: MATH 1314with a minimum grade of C.

Upon successful completion of this course, students will:

1. Demonstrate and apply knowledge of properties of functions.2. Recognize and apply algebraic and transcendental functions and solve related equations.3. Apply graphing techniques to algebraic and transcendental functions.4. Compute the values of trigonometric functions for key angles in all quadrants of the unit circle measured in bothdegrees and radians.5. Prove trigonometric identities.6. Solve right and oblique triangles.
Core Objectives
· Students will be able to analyze, evaluate, or solve problems when given a set of circumstances, data, texts, orart. This common core learning objective will be assessed on the final exam using key questions that will fulfillthese objectives.
· In written, oral, and/or visual communication, East Texas A&M students will communicate in a mannerappropriate to audience and occasion, with an evident message and organizational structure. Instructional Methods
Instruction will include face to face lectures, demonstration and models, and some group work, based on time available.

A general rule of thumb for how much time to spend each week for a class is two to three times the credit hours for theclass. Hence, for a three-credit hour class, a good suggestion is to spend 6 to 9 hours each week working on assignmentsor studying the material.

Assessments
HOMEWORK: Homework will be assigned each week on D2L and must be submitted as a digital document into theproper place on D2L. Please follow the directions posted. Students will be expected to turn in their own work for theassigned problems. No credit will be received unless work or explanation is shown for each question. Completinghomework and turning it in on time is a must for success. Late homework is only accepted with an approved excuse.
QUIZZES: There will be occasional in-class quizzes and regular weekly D2L quizzes. In general, NO makeup quizzes will begiven unless by excused absence.
ACTIVITIES: At the end of most classes, we will have group activity work. These activities are designed to be completedduring class time and taken home to be scanned and turned in to D2L by the due date.
PROJECTS: Projects will be assigned to go further in depth with some of the materials. Instructions will be posted to D2L.
EXAMS: Exams will be given in class during our scheduled class time.
There will be three exams and a comprehensive final. An online video review and set of review questions will beprovided before each exam. Partial credit is given only if the work neatly and clearly demonstrates progress toward thecorrect answer. No outside materials are permitted during exams. The only device allowed is an approved graphing orscientific calculator (such as a TI-83 or TI-84).
