Do the reading. Of course, you will have to read the material to discuss it in discussion 
forums and to be prepared for the exams, but you should also read each assigned 
reading carefully. Unlike other disciplines in which much of the reading is done to gain 
information, in philosophy, we are often reading complex ideas, theories, and 
arguments.

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Stay in contact with the instructor. Your instructor is your lifeline in this course. When 
you are confused or have questions, email or call me. In distance learning courses you 
will not have face-to-face meetings with your instructor or other students, so you may 
feel a bit isolated and confused at times. Don't hesitate to reach out to others.  
  
Stay in contact with your fellow students. Through the discussion forums, you will 
get to know your student colleagues. They can also be an important resource for you as 
you work on the course.  
  
Don't get behind. This is not a self-paced course, so you will need to turn in 
assignments when they are due. You will need to participate regularly and often in the 
discussion forums. Exams must be done by their due dates. Without discipline and 
attention, one can fall behind quickly and hurt the chance for successful completion of 
the course. So, put the course on your schedule and attend to it often.  
 
Take care of yourself physically. Most online students are busy people who take 
online courses in addition to having work and home responsibilities. One of the dangers 
for busy people is getting sick because they don't get enough sleep, eat well, or take 
time out to relax their bodies and their minds.

Discussion Forums: Students will respond to threads in each of the 8 discussion 
forums as well as to posts from the instructor and other students. Specific

Essay: Students will write one 3-page minimum essay on a choice of topics provided in 
the unit in which the essay is due, Unit 5. Specific requirements/grading expectations 
can be found in the Unit 5 module. 1 @ 100 points for a total of 100 points possible  
  
Research Project: Students will submit a research project in Unit 7. Details regarding 
that assignment can be found in the Unit 7 module. 1 @ 100 points for a total of 100 
points possible  
  
Exams: Students will take 4 timed multiple-choice and true false exams. 4 @ 100 points 
each for a total of 400 points possible  
  
Extra Credit: Some semesters/terms, extra credit may be available. The maximum 
points students may earn for extra credit is 40.
