Course Description

This course will introduce the basic concepts of data and information management. The
main focus of the course will be on identifying information requirement of organizations,
modeling the data, and converting them into relational data models.

1. Understand how information systems are used in organizations to improve
decision making process to achieve goals

2. Understand basics of information systems concept and be able to apply it

3. Design database models and manipulate data to derive information using SQL.
