Student Learning Outcomes will be assessed by the Student Responsibility Quiz and a Primary Source Analysis assignment.

Summative Assignments: Tests 
Students will take three exams. All exams will include material from the textbook, lectures, and class discussions. These exams will contain multiple-choice questions. Students have one class period to complete each exam. The exam dates will be listed on the course calendar in the syllabus. 

Students will produce two Primary Source Document Analyses and a project. Assignment descriptions as well as rubrics and citation requirements will be provided in D2L. 
Late analyses and projects will not be accepted.

1. The students will be responsible for writing and submitting the Document Analysis through D2L by the due date.
