5-8 pages (actual writing not including the cover page, references, etc.) APA 7th edition format – 12 pt, 
Times  New Roman font, one-inch margins, double-spaced; all references in APA 7th edition format; 
APA 7th edition referencing throughout paper. At least 6 references (at least 4 of them current (last 5 
years), professional, refereed journal articles) NO WEBSITE ARE ALLOWED.  NO AI MAY BE 
USED!!!!!
