Plus)) or basic four function calculators are allowed for exams. If you need to watch your time
during the exams, please bring a watch.

This means that if I
ever catch you checking your email or surfing the internet etc. you will never be allowed to
bring a laptop again. | use Texas Instruments BAII Plus as my calculator and will be
referencing that while I cover related material. It is your responsibility to read and know the
operations manual for your own calculator.
