Abstract

On May 18, 2018, a shooter entered Santa Fe High School, killing eight students and two
teachers. Using ethnographic methods, this research examines the role of faith, rituals, language,
and symbols in the trauma-affected community during the response, recovery, and resiliency
efforts as perceived by the Santa Fe community and those impacted by the tragedy. Qualitative
data collected from 100 individuals ages 17-84 illustrated how historical trauma, community
culture, and faith-based organizations impact community resiliency and how illusions of a
homogenous view of the community left many feeling shocked, divided, forgotten, or muted.
