Glenn Hegar
Chancellor, The Texas A&M University System

Glenn Hegar became chancellor of The Texas A&M University System in July of 
2025. As chancellor, he leads one of the largest systems of higher education in the nation, 
with a budget of $7.3 billion and an enrollment of more than 165,000 students across 
11 universities. Additionally, the System has a comprehensive health science center, 
eight state agencies, a research-and-education campus at Texas A&M-Fort Worth 
and an applied research campus at Texas A&M-RELLIS. System-wide, research and 
development expenditures of the System exceed $1.5 billion and help drive the state’s 
economy.

Hegar was raised on a farm in the small town of Hockley, just outside Houston. While 
he ultimately earned his degree in political science at Texas A&M in 1993, he started 
his college career at a local community college in order to continue helping on the farm. Those early years taught him 
determination, honesty and integrity, but most importantly, they taught Hegar the value of hard work.

Hegar went on to earn a law degree at St. Mary’s University School of Law, where he met his wife, Dara. He also 
graduated with a master’s degree in law from the University of Arkansas.

Hegar then spent his career in service to the people of Texas. He served in the Texas Legislature as a state representative 
and a state senator, and he later became the State Comptroller of Public Accounts, where he developed a reputation for 
delivering results, prudently managing billions in taxpayer funds and leading with principle.

Known for his hands-on leadership and deep commitment to public service, Hegar is now focused on one primary 
mission: unlocking the full potential of the A&M System to build the next generation of Texas leaders.

Hegar and Dara have three children, Claire, Julia and Jonah.

Mark Rudin, Ph.D.
President, East Texas A&M University

Dr. Mark Rudin was appointed president of East Texas A&M University by The Texas 
A&M University System Board of Regents on August 16, 2018.  Rudin has a Bachelor of 
General Health Science (1983), Master of Science in Health Physics (1985), and Doctor 
of Philosophy in Medicinal Chemistry with a concentration in Health Physics (1989) 
from Purdue University.

Student preparedness, expanded research, and economic development are among 
Rudin’s top priorities as president.  His vision for East Texas A&M includes adapting 
traditional models to meet the needs of all students and providing skills development 
in preparation for post-graduation employment.

Prior to assuming the presidency at East Texas A&M, Rudin served as the vice 
president for Research and Economic Development at Boise State University.  During  
his 11 year tenure at Boise State, he played a central role in expanding research activity and developing collaborative 
partnerships with both public and private entities.

Rudin previously served at the University of Nevada, Las Vegas in a variety of administrative roles before being 
named interim vice president for research and graduate dean.  He also served as a technical/administrative assistant 
with the U.S. Department of Energy and as a senior program specialist/project engineer with EG&G Idaho, Inc.   
Rudin’s career in education began in Idaho where he served as an instructor in the Department of Health Physics  
at Idaho State University.



	 Joseph Showell, Ph.D., is an educational leader with more than 30 years of service to Texas students, families, 
and communities. He currently serves as Executive Director of Student Services for Birdville ISD, overseeing districtwide 
initiatives, including safety, attendance, and student conduct. Known for his steady leadership, Dr. Showell is 
widely respected for his expertise in crisis response, student discipline, and campus safety. He also mentors 
aspiring school administrators as a field supervisor in the Department of Educational Leadership and Policy Studies at 
The University of Texas at Arlington.
	 Dr. Showell’s previous leadership as Executive Director of Student Services for Lancaster ISD strengthened 
community partnerships, expanded mentoring programs, and advanced key district initiatives in alternative education 
and safety planning. Additionally, he earned recognition for his tenure as principal of Lancaster High School from 
2012 to 2017. Under his leadership, the school grew to more than 2,000 students while maintaining a 96–98 percent 
graduation rate, achieving a zero percent dropout rate for three consecutive years, and earning multiple state distinctions. 
	 He holds a Ph.D. in Educational Leadership and Policy Studies, a M.Ed. in Educational Administration from The 
University of Texas at Arlington, and a B.S. in Mathematics from East Texas State University (now East Texas A&M 
University). At East Texas A&M, he was a team captain on the Lone Star Conference champion football team and later 
an inductee into the university’s Athletic Hall of Fame. He also completed executive training at Harvard University. 
	 A dynamic presenter, Dr. Showell has delivered keynotes and professional sessions across Texas and nationwide. 
He presents on crisis response, school reunification planning, instructional leadership, school reform, and equity 
in education. His work has been featured at the Texas School Safety Center, the Texas Association of School  
Administrators, the Texas Association of Secondary School Principals, and the National Alliance of Black School 
Educators, among other notable organizations.
	 Deeply engaged in professional and civic life, Dr. Showell is a member of Omega Psi Phi Fraternity, the National 
Association of Secondary School Principals, and multiple state leadership associations. He is a deacon at St. 
John Church Unleashed in Southlake. He has been honored with numerous awards, including the Grand Prairie 
NAACP Distinguished Educator Award and the Grand Prairie High School Alumni Educator of the Year Award. 
	 Above all, Dr. Showell is most proud of his family. He has been married to his wife, Debbie, for 31 years, and their 
son, Joseph, remains his greatest joy and inspiration.

The blue in this braid represents the fulfillment these 
honors students have attained from their work. The gold is a symbol of public achievement, as in a gold medal. We have every reason to believe these 
graduates are entering successful and fulfilling futures, bringing credit to themselves, to the Honors College and East Texas A&M University.

Students who successfully defend a thesis are also awarded an Honors pin in blue and gold, to be worn on the graduation regalia and kept as a reminder of 
their hard work.

The Academic Costume
Origins
	 The origins of academic dress date back to the 12th and 13th centuries when universities were taking form. The 
ordinary dress of the scholar, whether student or teacher was the dress of the cleric. Long gowns were worn and may 
have been necessary for warmth in unheated buildings. Hoods seem to have served to cover the tonsured (shaved) 
head until superseded for that purpose by the skull cap. 
	 In 14th century England, certain colleges prescribed the wearing of a long gown and forbade “excess” in apparel. 
In the days of Henry VIII, Oxford and Cambridge first began prescribing a definite academic dress and made it a 
matter of university control.
	 The assignment of colors to signify certain faculties was a later development, standardized in the United States 
in the 19th century. White, taken from the fur trimming of Oxford and Cambridge, was assigned to arts and letters. 
Red, one of the traditional colors of the church, went to theology. Green, the color of medieval herbs, was adopted 
for medicine. Golden yellow, symbolizing the wealth produced by scientific research, was assigned to the sciences.
	 Unlike European institutions, American colleges and universities opted for a definite system that all might 
follow. A commission from leading universities was established in 1893 to devise a suitable system of academic 
apparel. Meeting at Columbia University in 1895, the commission adopted a code of academic dress regulating the 
cut and style of the gowns and prescribing the colors which were to represent the different fields of learning.

Gowns
	 Academic gowns or robes in the U.S. usually have similar characteristics. The gown for the bachelor’s degree has
a short, oblong sleeve, open at the wrist and may be worn open or closed.  The master’s degree gown has pointed 
sleeves and is designed to be worn closed. The gown for the doctor’s degree has bell-shaped sleeves and is usually 
worn closed.
	 With some exceptions gown are black and those for the bachelor’s and master’s degrees are untrimmed. For the 
doctor’s degree, the gown is paneled down the front with velvet and three bars of velvet are used across the sleeves. 
These panels are crossbars may be black or in velvet of the color distinctive of the discipline to which the degree 
pertains.

Colors
	 For all academic purposes, including trimmings of doctors’ gowns, edging of hoods, and tassels of caps, colors 
of some of the different disciplines are as follows: Science—Gold; Business Administration—Light Brown; Social 
Work—Citron; Art—White; Music—Pink; Fine Arts—Dark Brown; Nursing—Peach; Specialist—Yellow. The dark 
blue of the Doctor of Philosophy (Ph.D.) degree is used to represent the mastery of the discipline of learning and 
scholarship in any field and is not intended to represent the field of philosophy.

Hoods
	 All hoods are black and are rarely worn for the bachelor’s degree. Doctor’s degree hoods are slightly longer 
than those for master’s degrees and have panels at the sides. All hoods are lined with the official color or colors of 
the college or university conferring the degree. The binding or edging on hoods, wider on the doctor’s degree, is 
indicative of the subject to which the degree pertains.

Caps
	 Most academic caps are black and of a material matching the gown. For the doctor’s degree only, velvet may be 
worn. Traditionally, mortarboards have been standard academic regalia, although a soft cap resembling a beret may 
be worn. The tassel of the doctor’s cap is usually gold in color, while the bachelor’s and master’s are black. The tassel 
is fastened to the middle point of the top of the cap and lies as it will thereon. At most institutions, including East 
Texas A&M University, the tassel is worn on the left side.
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
